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Report on Day-long workshop on Vermicomposting at JDSG College

The Eco Club of JDSG College, Bokakhat has organized a one day workshop on
vermicomposting on 14" May 2024, with the support of Assam Science Technology and
Environment council, under the aegis of Ministry of Environment, Forests and Climate,
Government of India.

The workshop was inaugurated by Dr. Jayanta Gogoi, Honorable Principal of the
college. He stated about the need for vermicomposting in the contemporary time and also
highlighted the commercial viability of the same in the region. He also emphasised on the
various initiatives taken by the Agro-Cell of J.D.S.G. College in the areas of vermicomposting.
He also spoke on the different methods of preparation of vermicomposting and various
associated issues.

Resource person for the first technical session, Dr. Bijoy Sarmah, Head Department of History,
as well as coordinator, agro-cell of the college in his presentation stressed on Vermicomposting
process and use of earthworms to convert organic waste into compost. Besides he also stressed
on microbial activity which plays a crucial in the process. Importance of recycling organic
waste and improvement in the soil health by the vermicomposting is also discussed in the

presentation.

After the first technical session, the students were taken for hands on training in the two
different vermicomposting sites maintained by the agro cell of J.D.S.G College within the

college premises.

In the second technical session, Professor Sonjib Bora, Head of Department of Zoology, CNB
College highlighted on vermicomposting system, preparation procedure along with challenges
in the process of preparation. The event was moderated by Dr. Bidyut Jyoti Kalita, Assistant
Professor, Department of Commerce. The workshop was attended by about 100 students and 10
guide teachers from 10 different schools located in and around Bokakhat.

At the end of the workshop, one package of organic fertilizer was given to each participant
school. The workshop was attended by Dipali Rajkumari Vice-Principal of the college, Motiram
Head Department of Commerce cum Convener Eco-Club and other faculty members of the

college.
